SAS (Super Analog Stylus) is our original record stylus which has a special 
shaped tip that achieves linear contact while also reducing friction between the 
sound groove and needle tip at the same time. The impressive result is an 
excellent reproduction of the treble and bass from an analog record, as well as a 
longer playing time of approximately 500 hours.

Analog record production requires a master disc that is cut on a dedicated lathe. 
The SAS stylus tips are laser cut to resemble the needle tip used on a cutting 
lathe. This enables the SAS tip to reach the deepest sections of a record's sound 
groove and collect sounds that standard needles cannot. Because the sound 
groove's contact area is big, an accurate sound recording will be reproduced 
across a wide frequency range.

There are many customers who believe that this model is well suited to use for 
articulating delicate sounds like those present in classical music. An aluminum 
cantilever is unable to reproduce the original sound groove information as 
accurately and faithfully as the SAS Boron. The average playing time for this 
model is about 500 hours.

This model has high degree of rigidity which improves the reproducibility of sound 
recorded from an analog record. This concept has been characterized by many 
customers as greatly improving the perception of the sounds and vocals on a 
record. Compared to the Boron version (SAS/B), the impression of the Sapphire 
Cantilever is closer to high-resolution sound. The typical playing time for this

rare and valuable. The conical tip used for this stylus has an average play time of 
roughly 200 hours.

It values mastery of 
techniques, simplicity, aesthetics, and a connection to both the past and future, resulting in handcrafted, beautiful, and functional pieces.
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In contrast to bonded tips, NUDE (solid) tips are entirely made of 
diamond. Its angle and round shape are similar to a bonded tip, but its 
diameter is equal in size to that of the SAS series.

In contrast to Natural Diamonds (ND), which are formed naturally and can 
vary in hardness from one individual to another, synthetic diamonds are 
referred to as Synthetic Diamonds (SD) because they offer the advantage of 
consistent hardness.
